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Row 2: P1, *sl 2 wyab, P2, rep from * to last st, P1.
Row 3: K1, sl 1 wyaf, *K2, sl2 wyaf, rep from * to 
last 4 sts, K2, sl 1 wyaf, K1.
Row 4: P3, *sl 2 wyab, P2, rep from * to last 3 sts, 
sl 2 wyab, P1.
These 4 rows form patt rows 5 to 8 and stripe 
sequence rows 5 to 8 as given for back.
Keeping patt and stripes correct as now set 
(therefore working a further 4 rows using yarn 
B before replacing it with yarn C and changing 
direction of chevrons), inc 1 st at each end of next 
and every foll 6th row to 70 sts, then on every foll 
8th row until there are 86 sts, taking inc sts into patt.
Size XXL only
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K1, sl 2 wyaf, *K2, sl2 wyaf, rep 
from * to last st, K1.
Row 2: P1, sl 1 wyab, P2, *sl 2 wyab, P2, rep from 
* to end.
Row 3: K3, *sl 2 wyaf, K2, rep from * to last st, K1.
Row 4: P2, *sl 2 wyab, P2, rep from * to last 2 sts, 
sl 1 wyab, P1.
These 4 rows form patt rows 7 to 10 and stripe 
sequence rows 7 to 10 as given for back.
Keeping patt and stripes correct as now set 
(therefore working a further 2 rows using yarn 

B before replacing it with yarn C and changing 
direction of chevrons), inc 1 st at each end of next 
and every foll 6th row to 72 sts, then on every foll 
8th row until there are 88 sts, taking inc sts into patt.
All sizes
Cont straight until sleeve meas approx 45 [46: 47: 
47: 47] cm, ending at same point in patt and stripe 
sequence as on back to beg of raglan armhole 
shaping and with RS facing for next row.
Shape raglan
Keeping patt and stripes correct, cast off 3 sts at 
beg of next 2 rows. 68 [72: 76: 80: 82] sts.
Working all raglan decreases in same way as back 
raglan armhole decreases, dec 1 st at each end of 
next and 13 foll 4th rows, then on every foll alt 
row until 20 sts rem.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Keeping patt and stripes correct, cont as folls:
Left sleeve only
Dec 1 st at both ends of next row, then cast off 3 
sts at beg of foll row. 15 sts.
Dec 1 st at beg of next row, then cast off 3 sts at 
beg of foll row. 11 sts.
Right sleeve only
Cast off 4 sts at beg and dec 1 st at end of next 
row. 15 sts.

Work 1 row.
Cast off 3 sts at beg and dec 1 st at end of next 
row. 11 sts.
Work 1 row.
Both sleeves
Rep last 2 rows twice more.
Cast off rem 3 sts.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both front and right back raglan seams using 
back stitch, or mattress stitch if preferred. 
Neckband
With RS facing, using 4mm (US 6) needles and 
one strand each of yarns A and B held together, 
pick up and knit 13 sts from top of left sleeve, 
12 [12: 13: 13: 16] sts down left side of front neck, 
K across 28 sts on front holder, pick up and knit 
12 [12: 13: 13: 16] sts up right side of front neck, 
and 13 sts from top of right sleeve, then K across 
40 [40: 42: 42: 44] sts on back holder. 
118 [118: 122: 122: 130] sts.
Beg with row 2, work in rib as given for back for 
9 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C2B = slip next st onto cable needle and leave at 
back of work, K1, then K1 from cable needle; 
C2F = slip next st onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, K1, then K1 from cable needle; 
Cr3L = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, P1, then K2 from cable needle; 
Cr3R = slip next st onto cable needle and leave at 
back of work, K2, then P1 from cable needle; 
MB = make bobble as folls: (K1, yfwd, K1, yfwd, 
K1) all into next st, turn, P5, turn, K5, turn, P2tog, 
P1, P2tog, turn, sl 1, K2tog, psso; Tw2L = slip next 

st onto cable needle and leave at front of work, P1, 
then K1 tbl from cable needle; Tw2R = slip next 
st onto cable needle and leave at back of work, K1 
tbl, then P1 from cable needle. 

BACK
Using 31/4mm (US 3) needles cast on 99 [111: 125: 
139: 157] sts.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart as folls:
Work chart rows 1 to 8, 5 times, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
