58 [58: 62: 66: 70] sts.

Beg with row 2, work in rib as given for 
back for 5 rows, ending with RS facing for
next row.

Cast off in rib.

NEEDLES
1 pair 33/4mm (no 9) (US 5) needles
1 pair 6mm (no 4) (US 10) needles
33/4mm (no 9) (US 5) circular needle, 
40 cm long
Cable needle

TENSION
20 sts and 20 rows to 10 cm measured over patt
using 6mm (US 10) needles.

Pattern note: Number of sts varies whilst
working patt. Count sts after WS rows only. 

BACK 
Using 33/4mm (US 5) needles, cast on 78 [90:
102: 114: 126] sts.
Row 1 (WS): Knit.
Row 2: K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to end.
Row 3: P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
Last 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 30 rows, ending with
RS facing for next row.
Row 34 (RS): Purl.
Row 35: Purl, inc 1 st at end of row. 
79 [91: 103: 115: 127] sts.

Change to 6mm (US 10) needles.
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): Inc in first st, K2, *(yfwd) twice,
slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave at
front of work, K3, (yfwd) twice, K3 from cable
needle, rep from * to last 4 sts, K3, inc in last st.
Row 2: Inc in first st, P4, *P2, P2tog, drop
next yfwd, rep from * to last 4 sts, P3, inc in
last st. 83 [95: 107: 119: 131] sts.
Row 3: Inc in first st, K1, *K6, (yfwd) twice,
rep from * to last 3 sts, K2, inc in last st.
Row 4: Inc in first st, P3, *drop first yfwd,
P2tog tbl, P5, rep from * to last 3 sts, P2, inc in
last st. 87 [99: 111: 123: 135] sts.
Row 5: Inc in first st, K3, *slip next 3 sts onto
cable needle and leave at back of work, K3,
(yfwd) twice, K3 from cable needle, (yfwd)
twice, rep from * to last 5 sts, K4, inc in last st.
Row 6: Inc in first st, P2, *P2, P2tog, drop
next yfwd, rep from * to last 8 sts, P7, inc in
last st. 91 [103: 115: 127: 139] sts.
Row 7: Inc in first st, K2, *K6, (yfwd) twice,
rep from * to last 4 sts, K3, inc in last st.
Row 8: Inc in first st, P4, *drop first yfwd,
P2tog tbl, P5, rep from * to last 4 sts, P3, inc in
last st. 95 [107: 119: 131: 143] sts.
These 8 rows form patt and beg side seam

shaping.**
Cont in patt, inc 1 st at each end of next 
25 rows, then on foll 4 [5: 6: 7: 8] alt rows,
taking inc sts into patt. 
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next
row. 153 [167: 181: 195: 209] sts. (Back should
meas 33 [34: 35: 36: 37] cm.) 
Place markers at both ends of last row to
denote base of armhole openings.
Cont straight until work meas 15 [16: 17: 
18: 19] cm from markers, ending with RS
facing for next row.
Break yarn.
Slip sts onto 3 holders as folls: slip first 56 [63:
69: 76: 82] sts onto first holder (for right
shoulder seam), slip next 41 [41: 43: 43: 45] sts
onto 2nd holder (for back neck), then slip last
56 [63: 69: 76: 82] sts onto 3rd holder (for left
shoulder seam).

FRONT
Work as given for back to **.
Cont in patt, inc 1 st at each end of next 
25 rows, then on foll 3 [4: 5: 6: 7] alt rows,
taking inc sts into patt. 
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next
row. 151 [165: 179: 193: 207] sts.
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
