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into ring, ss to first dc. 12 sts.
Round 2: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc
into st at base of 1 ch, *3 ch, miss 1 dc, 1 dc
into next dc, rep from * to end, replacing dc at
end of last rep with ss to first dc. 6 ch sps.
Fasten off.
Attach yarn E to one ch sp and cont as folls:
Round 3: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), (1 dc,

1 htr, 3 tr, 1 htr and 1 dc) into each ch sp to
end, ss to first dc.
Fasten off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Sew outer petals to back of flower centre so
that edges of petals just meet. Lay completed

flower over joining points of leaves as in
photograph and neatly sew in place. Attach first
brooch back to back of flower, and 2nd brooch
back to back of leaf at end of stem. 
Using photograph as a guide attach completed
corsage to right side of neck edge, positioning
flower approx 10 cm down from shoulder
seam.

ch = chain; dc = double crochet; 
sp(s) = space(s); ss = slip stitch; tr = treble;
tr2tog = *yoh and insert hook as indicated,
yoh and draw loop through, yoh and draw
through 2 loops, rep from * once more, yoh
and draw through all 3 loops on hook; 
ttr2tog = *(yoh) 3 times and insert hook as
indicated, yoh and draw loop through, (yoh and
draw through 2 loops) 3 times, rep from * once

more, yoh and draw through all 3 loops on
hook; ttr3tog = *(yoh) 3 times and insert
hook as indicated, yoh and draw loop through,
(yoh and draw through 2 loops) 3 times, rep
from * twice more, yoh and draw through all 4
loops on hook; yoh = yarn over hook.

BASIC MOTIF
Using 3.50mm (US E4) crochet hook, make 4
ch and join with a ss to form a ring.

Round 1 (RS): 1 ch (does NOT count as st),
8 dc into ring, ss to first dc.
Round 2: 2 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 tr
into st at base of 2 ch, *3 ch, 1 dc into next dc,
3 ch, tr2tog into next dc, rep from * to end,
replacing tr2tog at end of last rep with ss to top
of tr at beg of round.
Round 3: 6 ch (counts as 1 tr and 3 ch), (1 tr,
3 ch and 1 tr) into st at base of 6 ch, *3 ch,
miss 3 ch, 1 tr into next dc, 3 ch, miss 3 ch**,
(1 tr, 3 ch, 1 tr, 3 ch and 1 tr) into next tr2tog,
rep from * to end, ending last rep at **, ss to
3rd of 6 ch at beg of round.
Fasten off.
Completed motif is a square shape, and in each
corner there are 3 tr separated by two 3-ch sps.
Join motifs whilst working round 3 by
replacing the “3 ch” of these corner ch sps with
“1 ch, ss into corresponding ch sp of adjacent
motif, 1 ch”.

BODY
Following appropriate diagram, make and join
156 [196: 256] basic motifs as folls:
Beg by making and joining 78 [98: 128] motifs
to form shape shown in diagram - this will
form front.
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
