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TENSION 
Before washing: 29 sts and 28 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 4mm 
(US 6) needles.
After washing: 29 sts and 32 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 4mm 
(US 6) needles.

Tension note: Denim will shrink in length when washed for the first time. 
Allowances have been made in the pattern for shrinkage (see size diagram for 
after washing measurements).

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C2F = slip next st onto cable needle and leave at front of work, K1 tbl, then K1 
tbl from cable needle; C4B = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle and leave at back 
of work, K2, then K2 from cable needle; C4F = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle 
and leave at front of work, K2, then K2 from cable needle; C6B = slip next 3 
sts onto cable needle and leave at back of work, K3, then K3 from cable needle; 
C6F = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave at front of work, K3, then K3 
from cable needle; cdi = (K1 tbl, K1) into next st, insert left needle point behind 
the vertical strand that runs downward from between the 2 sts just made and K1 
tbl into this strand – 2 sts increased; Cr2L = slip next st onto cable needle and 
leave at front of work, P1, then K1 tbl from cable needle; Cr2R = slip next st 
onto cable needle and leave at back of work, K1 tbl, then P1 from cable needle; 
Cr4L = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave at front of work, P1, then K3 
from cable needle; Cr4R = slip next st onto cable needle and leave at back of 
work, K3, then P1 from cable needle; Cr5L = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle 
and leave at front of work, P2, then K3 from cable needle; Cr5R = slip next 2 
sts onto cable needle and leave at back of work, K3, then P2 from cable needle; 
Cr6L = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave at front of work, P3, then K3 
from cable needle; Cr6R = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave at back 
of work, K3, then P3 from cable needle; dec7 = keeping yarn at front of work 
slip next 4 sts onto right needle, *lift 2nd st on right needle over first st (this is 
centre st of this group of 7 sts) and off right needle, slip centre st back onto left 
needle, lift 2nd st on left needle over centre st and off left needle, slip centre st 
back onto right needle, rep from * twice more, leaving centre st on left needle, 
now K this centre st – 6 sts decreased; purl inc = (P1, yrn, P1) all into next 
st – 2 sts increased. 

Pattern note: The number of sts varies whilst working central cable panel 
(shown with the “no stitch” sections on the chart). All sts counts given presume 
there are 26 sts in this panel at all times. When shaping through this panel, either 

decrease or cast off extra sts as required, depending on point in patt.

BACK  
Using 31/4mm (US 3) needles cast on 139 [150: 172: 183: 194] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P2, K1 tbl, P1, *K1 tbl, P3, C2F, P3, K1 tbl, P1, rep from * to last 
3 sts, K1 tbl, P2.
Row 2: K2, P1 tbl, *K1, P1 tbl, K3, (P1 tbl) twice, K3, P1 tbl, rep from * to last 
4 sts, K1, P1 tbl, K2.
Row 3: P2, K1 tbl, P1, *K1 tbl, P2, Cr2R, Cr2L, P2, K1 tbl, P1, rep from * to 
last 3 sts, K1 tbl, P2.
Row 4: K2, P1 tbl, *K1, P1 tbl, K2, (P1 tbl, K2) twice, P1 tbl, rep from * to last 
4 sts, K1, P1 tbl, K2.
Row 5: P2, K1 tbl, P1, *K1 tbl, P1, Cr2R, P2, Cr2L, P1, K1 tbl, P1, rep from * 
to last 3 sts, K1 tbl, P2.
Row 6: K2, P1 tbl, *(K1, P1 tbl) twice, K4, P1 tbl, K1, P1 tbl, rep from * to last 
4 sts, K1, P1 tbl, K2.
Row 7: P2, K1 tbl, P1, *K1 tbl, P1, Cr2L, P2, Cr2R, P1, K1 tbl, P1, rep from * 
to last 3 sts, K1 tbl, P2.
Row 8: As row 4.
Row 9: P2, K1 tbl, P1, *K1 tbl, P2, Cr2L, Cr2R, P2, K1 tbl, P1, rep from * to 
last 3 sts, K1 tbl, P2.
Row 10: As row 2.
These 10 rows form fancy rib.
Cont in fancy rib for a further 15 rows, ending with WS facing for next row.
Row 26 (WS): Rib 5 [3: 9: 7: 7], M1, (rib 16 [13: 22: 12: 12], M1) 8 [11: 7: 14: 
15] times, rib 6 [4: 9: 8: 7]. 148 [162: 180: 198: 210] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, following appropriate chart for size being 
knitted and repeating the 32 row patt rep throughout (and, for sizes XL and 
XXL only, repeating both the 36 st side sections of chart twice across each row), 
now work in patt from chart for body as folls:
Cont straight until back meas 53.5 [55: 56: 57: 58.5] cm, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
Shape armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 9 sts at beg of next 2 rows. 130 [144: 162: 180: 
192] sts.
Cont straight until armhole meas 25 [26.5: 27.5: 28.5: 29.5] cm, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Shape shoulders and back neck 
Next row (RS): Cast off 9 [11: 13: 15: 17] sts, patt until there are 34 [39: 45: 52:
