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in st st beg with a K row, as folls:
Cont straight until back meas 72 [74: 76: 78: 80] cm,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape shoulders
Keeping patt correct, cast off 5 [6: 6: 7: 8] sts at beg 
of next 4 [18: 2: 14: 24] rows, then 6 [7: 7: 8: 9] sts 
at beg of foll 22 [8: 24: 12: 2] rows.
Fasten off rem 1 st.

LEFT FRONT
Using 31/4mm (US 3) needles and yarn A cast on 
75 [83: 91: 99: 107] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to 
last st, K1.
Row 2: K1, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 10 rows, inc [dec: dec: 
dec: dec] 1 [1: 1: 2: 2] sts evenly across last row and 
ending with RS facing for next row. 
76 [82: 90: 97: 105] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart as folls:
Cont straight until left front matches back to beg 
of shoulder shaping, ending with RS facing for 
next row.
Shape shoulder
Keeping patt correct, cast off 5 [6: 6: 7: 8] sts at beg
of next and foll 1 [8: 0: 6: 11] alt rows, then 
6 [7: 7: 8: -] sts at beg of foll 10 [3: 11: 5: -] alt rows. 

Work 1 row.
Cast off rem 6 [7: 7: 8: 9] sts.

RIGHT FRONT
Using 31/4mm (US 3) needles and yarn A cast on 
75 [83: 91: 99: 107] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K3, *P2, K2, rep from * to end.
Row 2: P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to last st, K1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 10 rows, inc [dec: dec: 
dec: dec] 1 [1: 1: 2: 2] sts evenly across last row and 
ending with RS facing for next row. 
76 [82: 90: 97: 105] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart and complete to match left front,
reversing shapings.

SLEEVES
Using 31/4mm (US 3) needles and yarn A cast on 
98 [102: 106: 110: 118] sts.
Work in rib as given for back for 12 rows, 
dec [dec: inc: inc: dec] 1 st at end of last row and 
ending with RS facing for next row. 
97 [101: 107: 111: 117] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart as folls:
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at each end of 17th 
and 2 foll 16th rows. 

91 [95: 101: 105: 111] sts.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 34 [35: 36:
36: 36] cm, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both shoulder seams using back stitch, or 
mattress stitch if preferred – fronts should meet at 
centre back fasten-off point. 
Front band
With RS facing, using 31/4mm (US 3) circular 
needle and yarn A, beg and ending at front 
cast-on edges, pick up and knit 190 [194: 198: 204:
208] sts up right front opening edge to back neck 
fasten-off point, then 190 [194: 198: 204: 208] sts 
down left front opening edge. 
380 [388: 396: 408: 416] sts.
Row 1 (WS): K1, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to last 
st, K1.
Row 2: K3, *P2, K2, rep from * to last st, K1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 9 rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
Mark points along side seam edges 20 [21: 22: 23: 
24] cm either side of shoulder seams (to denote 
base of armholes). 
See information page for finishing instructions, 
setting in sleeves using the straight cast-off method.
