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wrapping loop tog as one st) and turn. 
Row 2: Rib 38 [38: 42: 42: 44], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 3: Rib 47 [47: 51: 51: 54], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 4: Rib 56 [56: 60: 60: 64], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 5: Rib 65 [65: 69: 69: 74], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 6: Rib 74 [74: 78: 78: 84], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 7: Rib 83 [83: 87: 87: 94], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 8: Rib 92 [92: 96: 96: 104], wrap next st and 
turn.
Row 9: Rib 101 [101: 105: 105: 114], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 10: Rib 110 [110: 114: 114: 124], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 11: Rib 119 [119: 124: 124: 134], wrap next 

st and turn.
Row 12: Rib 128 [128: 134: 134: 144], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 13: Rib 137 [137: 144: 144: 154], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 14: Rib 146 [146: 154: 154: 164], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 15: Rib 156 [156: 164: 164: 175], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 16: Rib 166 [166: 174: 174: 186], wrap next 
st and turn.
Row 17 (RS): Rib to end.
Now cont in rib across all sts until front band 
section (this is section below beg of front slope 
shaping) meas 10 cm from pick-up row, ending 
with RS facing for next row.
Cast off loosely in rib.
Mark points along side seam edges 20 [21: 22: 23: 
24] cm either side of shoulder seams.
Armhole borders (both alike)

With RS facing and using 4mm (US 6) needles, 
pick up and knit 106 [110: 114: 118: 122] sts 
evenly along armhole opening edge between 
marked points.
Row 1 (WS): P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
Row 2: K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib until border meas 8 cm from pick-up 
row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
See information page for finishing instructions, 
leaving side seams open for first 9 cm.
Belt
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 19 sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P1, K1, rep from * to last st, 
K1.
Row 2: K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
Rep last 2 rows until belt meas 160 [170: 180: 190: 
200] cm, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off.

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work - this is WS of work on all (RS) rounds.

Pattern note: The number of sts varies whilst 
working patt bands therefore do NOT count sts 
whilst working patt band. 

BODY (worked in one piece to armholes)
Using 31/4mm (US 3) circular needle and yarn A 
cast on 212 [236: 264: 292: 328] sts.
Taking care not to twist cast-on edge, now work 
in rounds as folls:
Round 1 (RS): *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
This round forms rib.
Place marker between first and last st of last round 
– this is centre back.
Work in rib for a further 4 rounds.
Change to 33/4mm (US 5) circular needle.
Round 6 (RS): Knit.
This round forms st st.
Work in st st for a further 28 [25: 21: 18: 15] 
rounds.
**Change to 4mm (US 6) circular needle.
Next round: K15 [7: 11: 5: 9], K2tog, (K28 [20: 
22: 26: 20], K2tog) 6 [10: 10: 10: 14] times, 
K15 [7: 11: 5: 9]. 205 [225: 253: 281: 313] sts.
Joining in yarn B when required, now work patt 
band as folls:
Round 1: Using yarn A K2, *(K1, yfwd, K1) 

all into next st, K3, rep from * to last 3 sts, 
(K1, yfwd, K1) all into next st, K2.
Round 2: Using yarn B K2, *sl 3 wyab, K3, 
rep from * to last 5 sts, sl 3 wyab, K2.
Round 3: Using yarn B K1, *K2tog, sl 1 wyab, 
sl 1, K1, psso, K1, rep from * to end.
Round 4: Using yarn A K4, *sl 1 wyab, K3, 
rep from * to last st, K1.
Round 5: Using yarn A K4, *(K1, yfwd, K1) 
all into next st, K3, rep from * to last st, K1.
Round 6: Using yarn B K4, *sl 3 wyab, K3, 
rep from * to last st, K1.
Round 7: Using yarn B K3, *K2tog, sl 1 wyab, 
sl 1, K1, psso, K1, rep from * to last 2 sts, K2.
Round 8: Using yarn A K2, *sl 1 wyab, K3, 
rep from * to last 3 sts, sl 1 wyab, K2.
These 8 rounds form patt.
Work in patt for a further 20 rounds.
Break off yarn B.
Change to 33/4mm (US 5) circular needle.
Next round: K15 [7: 11: 5: 9], inc in next st, (K28 
[20: 22: 26: 20], inc in next st) 6 [10: 10: 10: 14] 
times, K15 [7: 11: 5: 9]. 
212 [236: 264: 292: 328] sts.
Patt band is now complete.**
Work in st st for 13 [16: 20: 23: 26] rounds.
Rep from ** to ** once more. 
Work in st st for 11 [14: 18: 21: 24] rounds.
