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0 [2: 1: 9: 9] foll 6th rows, then on 10 [9: 10: 4: 4] 
foll 8th rows, taking inc sts into patt.
65 [69: 71: 75: 77] sts.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 45 [46: 47: 47: 47] cm,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape top
Keeping patt correct, cast off 3 sts at beg of next
