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TENSION 
8 sts and 11 rows to 10 cm measured over st st using 12mm (US 17) 
needles.

FINISHED SIZE
Completed snood is approx 7-10 cm (3-4 in) wide and measures 
approx 120 cm (47 in) all round.

STRIPS (make 3)
Using 12mm (US 17) needles cast on 5 sts.
Beg with a K row, work in st st until strip meas 160 cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Cast off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Lay all strips one on top of the other, RS of one strip against WS of 
strip on top of it and so that cast-on edges match, and sew all cast-on 
edges together. Now plait the 3 strips together so that the resulting 
plait meas approx 120 cm long. Join cast-off edges at end of plait, then 
join cast-on and cast-off edges to form a loop.

Using 9mm (US 13) needles cast on 51 sts.
Row 1 (RS of hat, WS of turn-back): P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to 
end.
Row 2: K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib until hat meas 10 cm, ending with WS of hat facing for 
next row. 
Next row (WS): (Rib 3, M1) 16 times, rib 3. 67 sts.
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K3, *sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (RS) of work, K3, 
rep from * to end.
Row 2: K1, *sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K3, rep 
from * to last 2 sts, sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1.
These 2 rows form patt.
Cont in patt until hat meas 27 cm from cast-on edge, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Shape top
Row 1 (RS): K3, (K2tog, K2, sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (RS) 
of work, K3) 8 times. 59 sts.

Row 2: (K1, sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K3, sl 
1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1) 8 times, K1, sl 1 
purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1.

Row 3: K3, (K3, sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (RS) of work, K3) 
8 times. 
Row 4: As row 2.
Row 5: K3, (K3, K2tog, K2) 8 times. 51 sts.
Row 6: (K1, sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K2, sl 
1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1) 8 times, K1, sl 1 
purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1.
Row 7: K2, (K2tog, K4) 8 times, K1. 43 sts.
Row 8: K1, (sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K2, sl 1 
purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1) 8 times, sl 1 purlwise 
with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1.
Row 9: K3, (K1, K2tog, K2) 8 times. 35 sts.
Row 10: K1, *sl 1 purlwise with yarn at front (WS) of work, K1, rep 
from * to end.
Row 11: K1, sl 1, K1, psso, (K2, sl 1, K1, psso) 8 times. 26 sts.
Row 12: (P1, K1, P1) 8 times, P1, K1.
Row 13: K2, (sl 1, K1, psso, K1) 8 times. 18 sts.
Row 14: Purl.
Row 15: (K2tog) 9 times.
Break yarn and thread through rem 9 sts. Pull up tight and fasten off 
securely.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join back seam, reversing seam for rib section. Fold first 9 cm to RS 
to form turn-back.
