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TENSION 
10 sts and 16 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 10mm (US 15) needles.

FINISHED SIZE
Completed wrap is 69 cm (27 in) wide and 150 cm (59 in) long.

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS 
wyab = with yarn at back of work – this is WS of work; wyaf = with 
yarn at front of work – this is WS of work.

Pattern note: When working back across sts where yarn has been wrapped 
3 times round needle, drop these extra loops as st is slipped. All slipped sts 
should be slipped purlwise.

WRAP
Using 10mm (US 15) needles and yarn B cast on 63 sts.
Joining in colours as required, work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): Using yarn B, knit.
Row 2: Using yarn B, K3, K next st wrapping yarn 3 times round needle 
(see pattern note), *K7, K next st wrapping yarn 3 times round needle, rep 
from * to last 3 sts, K3.
Row 3: Using yarn A, K3, *sl 1 wyab (see pattern note), K3, rep from * to end.
Row 4: Using yarn A, P3, *sl 1 wyaf (see pattern note), P3, rep from * to end.
Row 5: Using yarn C, K3, *sl 1 wyab, K7, rep from * to last 4 sts, sl 1 wyab, K3.
Row 6: Using yarn C, K3, *sl 1 wyaf, K7, rep from * to last 4 sts, sl 1 wyaf, K3.
Rows 7 and 8: As rows 3 and 4.
Row 9: Using yarn C, knit.

Row 10: Using yarn C, K7, *K next st wrapping yarn 3 times round needle 
(see pattern note), K7, rep from * to end.
Rows 11 and 12: As rows 3 and 4.
Row 13: Using yarn B, K7, *sl 1 wyab, K7, rep from * to end.
Row 14: Using yarn B, K7, *sl 1 wyaf, K7, rep from * to end.
Rows 15 and 16: As rows 3 and 4.
These 16 rows form patt.
Cont in patt until wrap meas approx 150 cm, ending after patt row 1 and 
with WS facing for next row.
Cast off knitwise (on WS).

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Side borders (both alike)
With RS facing, using 10mm (US 15) circular needle and yarn B, pick up 
and knit 135 sts evenly along one row-end edge between cast-on and cast-
off edges.
Row 1 (WS): Knit.
Row 2: K3, *yfwd, K2tog (to make a buttonhole), K6, rep from * 3 times 
more, yfwd, K2tog (to make 5th buttonhole), K to end.
(Note: Buttonholes will be near cast-on edge on one side border, but near 
cast-off edge on other side border.)
Rows 3 and 4: Knit.
Cast off knitwise (on WS).
See information page for finishing instructions, attaching buttons to side 
borders to match positions of buttonholes along opposite side border.
