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TENSION 
111/2 sts and 121/2 rows to 10 cm measured over rib using 10mm (US 15) 
needles.

Hat with pompon
HAT 
Using 9mm (US 13) needles cast on 57 sts.
Row 1 (RS): P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
Row 2: K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib until hat meas 8 cm, ending with RS facing for next row.
Change to 10mm (US 15) needles.
Cont in rib until hat meas 24 cm, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape top
Row 1 (RS): *(P1, K1) twice, P1, K3tog, rep from * 6 times more, P1. 
43 sts.
Work 3 rows.
Row 5: (P1, K1, P1, K3tog) 7 times, P1. 29 sts.

Work 1 row.
Row 7: (P1, K3tog) 7 times, P1. 15 sts.
Work 1 row.
Row 9: (K2tog) 7 times, P1. 8 sts.
Break yarn and thread through rem 8 sts. Pull up tight and fasten off securely.

Join back seam. Make a 7 cm diameter pompon and attach to top of hat.
