NEEDLES
1 pair 23/4mm (no 12) (US 2) needles
1 pair 31/4mm (no 10) (US 3) needles
2¾mm (no 12) (US 2) circular needle, 100 cm long

BUTTONS – 4 x RW5030 (18 mm) from Bedecked. Please see information page for contact details.
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TENSION
31 sts and 34 rows to 10 cm measured over patt using 31/4mm (US 3) needles.

BACK
Using 23/4mm (US 2) needles and yarn A cast on 130 [142: 158: 174: 194] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to end. 
Row 2: P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end. 
These 2 rows form rib. 
Cont in rib for a further 25 rows, ending with WS facing for next row. 
Row 28 (WS): Rib 13 [12: 11: 14: 13] M1, (rib 8 [7: 8: 7: 8], M1) 13 [17: 17: 
21: 21] times, rib 13 [11: 11: 13: 13]. 144 [160: 176: 196: 216] sts.
Change to 31/4mm (US 3) needles. 
Beg and ending rows as indicated and repeating the 4 st patt rep 33 times 
across each row, using the fairisle technique as described on the information 
page and repeating the 4 row patt rep throughout, now work in patt from 
chart, which is worked entirely in st st beg with a K row, as folls: 
Cont in patt until back meas 23 [24: 25: 26: 27] cm, ending with RS facing 
for next row. 
Shape for sleeves 
Inc 1 st at each end of next and foll 3 alt rows, then on foll 3 rows, taking inc 
sts into patt and ending with RS facing for next row. 
158 [174: 190: 210: 230] sts.
Keeping patt correct, cast on 5 sts at beg of next 2 rows, then 6 sts at beg of 
foll 2 rows, taking cast-on sts into patt and ending with RS facing for next 
row. 180 [196: 212: 232: 252] sts.
Place markers at both ends of last row to denote base of armhole openings. 
Cont straight for 58 [62: 64: 68: 72] rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape shoulders and back neck 
Cast off 9 [10: 11: 12: 14] sts at beg of next 6 rows. 126 [136: 146: 160: 168] sts.
Next row (RS): Cast off 9 [10: 11: 12: 14] sts, patt until there are 31 [35: 38: 
44: 45] sts on right needle and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder.
Work each side of neck separately. 
Dec 1 st at neck edge of next 5 rows, ending with RS facing for next row, 
and at same time cast of 9 [10: 11: 13: 14] at beg of 2nd row, then 9 [10: 
11: 13: 13] sts at beg of foll alt row. 
Cast off rem 8 [10: 11: 13: 13] sts. 

With RS facing, rejoin yarns to rem sts, cast off centre 46 [46: 48: 48: 50] sts, 
patt to end. 
Complete to match first side, reversing shapings. 
 
LEFT FRONT 
Using 23/4mm (US 2) needles and yarn A cast on 63 [67: 75: 83: 95] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to last st, P1. 
Row 2: K1, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end. 
These 2 rows form rib. 
Cont in rib for a further 25 rows, ending with WS facing for next row. 
Row 28 (WS): Rib 11 [5: 9: 6: 11], M1, (rib 10 [7: 7: 7: 9], M1) 4 [8: 8: 10: 8] times, 
rib 12 [6: 10: 7: 12]. 68 [76: 84: 94: 104] sts.
Change to 31/4mm (US 3) needles. 
Beg and ending rows as indicated and repeating the 4 st patt rep 15 times 
across each row, using the fairisle technique as described on the information 
page and repeating the 4 row patt rep throughout, now work in patt from 
chart, which is worked entirely in st st beg with a K row, as folls: 
Cont in patt until left front matches back to sleeve shaping, ending with RS 
facing for next row. 
Shape for sleeve 
Inc 1 st at beg of next and foll 3 alt rows, then at same edge on foll 3 rows, 
taking inc sts into patt and ending with RS facing for next row. 
75 [83: 91: 101: 111] sts.
Keeping patt correct, cast on 5 sts at beg of next row, then 6 sts at beg of foll 
alt row, taking cast-on sts into patt. 86 [94: 102: 112: 122] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Place marker at end of last row to denote base of armhole openings. 
Shape front slope 
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at end of next and foll 15 [13: 14: 12: 12] alt 
rows, then on 6 [8: 8: 10: 11] foll 4th rows. 64 [72: 79: 89: 98] sts.
Work 3 rows, ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape shoulder 
Cast off 9 [10: 11: 12: 14] sts at beg of next and foll 3 [3: 3: 3: 4] alt rows, then 
9 [10: 11: 13: 13] sts at beg foll 2 [2: 2: 2: 1] alt rows and at same time dec 
1 st at neck edge of next and foll 4th row. 
Work 1 row. 
Cast off rem 8 [10: 11: 13: 13] sts. 
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
