103 [107: 107: 111: 117: 119: 125: 131] sts.
Work 0 [0: 1: 1: 1: 3: 5: 7] rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Divide for neck
Next row (RS): (K2tog) 1 [1: 1: 1: 0: 0: 0: 0] 
times, patt 31 [33: 33: 35: 40: 41: 44: 47] sts and 
turn, leaving rem sts on a holder. 
32 [34: 34: 36: 40: 41: 44: 47] sts. 
Work each side of neck separately.
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at neck edge of 8th 
[8th: 6th: 6th: 6th: 6th: 4th: 4th] and 0 [0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 
2: 2] foll 4th rows, then on 0 [0: 2: 2: 4: 4: 6: 6] foll 

6th rows, then on 3 [3: 3: 3: 2: 2: 0: 0] foll 8th rows,

9: 10] sts at beg of foll – [-: 1: -: -: 1: 2: 1] alt rows.
Work 1 row.
Cast off rem 5 [6: 7: 8: 8: 9: 9: 10] sts.
With RS facing, rejoin yarn, cast off centre 37 sts, 
patt to last 2 [2: 2: 2: 0: 0: 0: 0] sts, (K2tog) 1 [1: 1: 
1: 0: 0: 0: 0] times. 32 [34: 34: 36: 40: 41: 44: 47] sts.  
Complete to match first side, reversing shapings.

SLEEVES
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 54 [58: 58: 62:

Work in rib as given for back for 20 rows, inc 1 [0: 
1: 0: 0: 1: 1: 0] st at each end of last row and ending 
with RS facing for next row. 
56 [58: 60: 62: 62: 64: 64: 66] sts.
Change to 41/2mm (US 7) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated and repeating 
the 16 row patt repeat throughout, cont in patt 
from chart for sleeve as folls:
Inc 1 st at each end of 5th and every foll 6th row 
to 84 [78: 78: 74: 84: 92: 100: 100] sts, then on 0 [4: 
6: 9: 6: 4: 1: 2] foll 8th rows, taking inc sts into patt. 
84 [86: 90: 92: 96: 100: 102: 104] sts.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 42 [45: 48: 50: 
52: 53: 53: 54] cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row. 
Shape top
Keeping patt correct, cast off 4 sts at beg of next 
2 rows. 76 [78: 82: 84: 88: 92: 94: 96] sts.
Dec 1 st at each end of next 5 rows, then on every 
foll alt row until 50 sts rem, then on foll 11 rows, 
ending with RS facing for next row. 28 sts.
Cast off 5 sts at beg of next 2 rows. 
Cast off rem 18 sts.

22 sts and 29 rows to 10 cm measured over trellis 
patt using 41/2mm (US 7) needles. Cable panel (31 
sts) measures 8.5 cm. 

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C6B = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at back of work, K3, then K3 from cable needle; 
C6F = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, K3, then K3 from cable needle; 
Cr4L = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, P1, then K3 from cable needle; 
Cr4R = slip next st onto cable needle and leave 
at back of work, K3, then P1 from cable needle; 
Cr5L = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, P2, then K3 from cable needle; 
Cr5R = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at back of work, K3, then P2 from cable needle; 
Tw2L = K into back of 2nd st on left needle, then 
K2tog tbl and slip both sts off left needle together;

115 [123: 129: 135: 143: 147: 153: 159] sts.
Change to 41/2mm (US 7) needles.
