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SCARF
Using 3¼mm (US 3) double pointed needles and yarn A, cast on 
67 sts.
Distribute sts over 3 of the 4 needles, and using 4th needle work in 
rounds as folls:
Round 1 (RS): Knit.
This round forms st st.
Work in st st until scarf meas 10 cm. 
**Next round (RS): K11, inc in next st, (K10, inc in next st) 
4 times, K11. 72 sts.
Place chart
Using the fairisle technique as described on the information 
page and repeating the 6 st patt rep 12 times across 
each round, work in patt from chart which is worked 
entirely in st st until all 11 rounds have been worked.  
Break off contrast yarn.
Next round (RS): K11, K2tog, (K10, K2tog) 4 times, K11. 
67 sts. **
Work in st st in yarn A only until scarf meas 106.5 cm.
Rep from ** to **.
Work in st st in yarn A only until scarf meas 120 cm.
Cast off. 

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Gather up cast-on and cast-off edges of scarf and fasten off securely. 
Using yarn B make two 5.5 cm pom poms and attach one to each 
end of scarf.

TENSION
28 sts and 36 rows to 10 cm measured over st st using 3¼mm 

(no10) (US 3) needles. 

FINISHED SIZE
Completed scarf is 12 cm (4½ in) wide and 120 cm (47 in) long.
