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BOOT TOPPERS (both alike)
Using double-pointed 8mm (US 11) needles 
cast on 48 sts.
Distribute sts evenly over 3 of the 4 needles 
and, taking care not to twist cast-on edge and 
using 4th needle, work in rounds as folls:
Round 1 (RS): *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
Place marker on needle to denote beg and end 
of rounds.
Round 2: *K1, P2, K1, rep from * to end.
These 2 round form patt.
Work in patt for a further 22 rounds, ending 
after round 2. (Work should meas 14 cm.)
Next round (eyelet round): *K1, sl 1, K1, 
psso, yfrn, P1, rep from * to end.
Cont in patt for a further 23 rounds. 
(Work should meas 28 cm.)
Cast off in patt.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page. 
For each boot topper, make a twisted cord 75 cm 
long and two 4 cm diameter pompons. Thread 
twisted cord through eyelet holes of eyelet 
round, and then attach pompons to ends of 

cord.

This round forms rib.
