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TURBAN
First section
Using 9mm (US 13) needles cast on 6 sts.
Work in g st for 16 rows, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
Break yarn and leave sts on a holder.
Second section
With RS facing and using 9mm (US 13) 
needles, pick up and knit 6 sts from cast-on 
edge of first section.
Noting that first row is a WS row, work in g st 
for 15 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Join sections
Next row (RS): K first 5 sts of second section, 
K tog last st of last row of first section with last st 
of second section, K rem 5 sts of first section. 
11 sts. (Work should now form a “loop” with 
the “cast-on” edges of both sections joined, and 
a “hole” running up the middle of the work.)
Work in g st for a further 80 rows, ending with 
WS facing for next row.
Next row (WS): K5, inc in next st, K5. 12 sts.
Divide for end sections
Next row (RS): K6 and turn, leaving rem 6 sts 
on a holder.
Work in g st on this first set of 6 sts only for 
a further 15 rows, ending with RS facing for 
next row.
Cast off.
Return to 6 sts left on holder and rejoin yarn 
with RS facing.
Work in g st on these 6 sts for 16 rows, ending 
with RS facing for next row.
Cast off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page. 
Thread one of the 2 end sections through the 
“hole” formed near the “cast-on” edges, and then 
join the cast-off edges of the 2 end sections, so 
that turban has the 2 ends “knotted” together.

Thick ‘n’ Thin

1 x 50gm
(photograped in Hill 981)

Needles
1 pair 9mm (no 00) (US 13) needles

Tension
11 sts and 21 rows to 10 cm measured over g st 

using 9mm (US 13) needles.

HEADBAND
Using 8.00mm (US L11) crochet hook make 8 ch.
Row 1 (RS): 1 dc into 2nd ch from hook, 1 dc into 
each of next 6 ch, turn. 7 sts.
Row 2: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc into 
each dc to end, turn.
Last row forms dc fabric.
Cont in dc fabric until strip is 54 cm long 
(or required length to fit snugly around head).
Fasten off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page. 
Join short ends of strip to form a loop, and then 
gather up seam as narrow as possible. Attach 
button over gathered seam.

Buttons 
1 large button

Tension
91/2 sts and 12 rows to 10 cm measured over dc fabric

Crochet Abbreviations
ch = chain; dc = double crochet.
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
