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BACK
Using 3mm (US 2/3) needles cast on 119 [125: 131: 139: 147: 
155: 163: 173] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P1 [0: 1: 1: 1: 1: 1: 0], *K1 tbl, P1, rep from * to last 
0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1] st, (K1 tbl) 0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1] times.
Row 2: K1 [0: 1: 1: 1: 1: 1: 0], *P1 tbl, K1, rep from * to last 0 [1: 0: 
0: 0: 0: 0: 1] st, (P1 tbl) 0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1] times.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 14 rows, ending with RS facing for next 
row. 
Cont in rib, dec 1 st at each end of next and 6 foll 6th rows, then on 
2 foll 4th rows. 101 [107: 113: 121: 129: 137: 145: 155] sts.
Work 5 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Change to 3¼mm (US 3) needles.
Break yarn.
Thread 34 beads onto yarn and rejoin yarn.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, working chart rows 1 to 84 once 
only and then repeating chart rows 85 and 86 as required, cont in 
patt from chart for body as folls:
Work 10 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next and 8 foll 4th rows. 
119 [125: 131: 139: 147: 155: 163: 173] sts. (Note: Number of sts 
varies whilst working chart. All st counts given relate to the original 
number of sts and do NOT include the sts made for each beaded 
“flower head”.)
Cont straight until back meas 33 [33: 32: 34: 33: 33: 32: 32] cm, 
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape raglan armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 3 sts at beg of next 2 rows. 
113 [119: 125: 133: 141: 149: 157: 167] sts. (Note: Raglan armhole 
shaping is NOT shown on chart.)
Dec 1 st at each end of next 11 [17: 19: 27: 29: 37: 41: 51] rows, then 
on foll 25 [22: 23: 19: 20: 16: 16: 11] alt rows. 
41 [41: 41: 41: 43: 43: 43: 43] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Break yarn and leave sts on a holder.

LEFT FRONT
Using 3mm (US 2/3) needles cast on 63 [66: 69: 73: 77: 81: 85: 90] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P1 [0: 1: 1: 1: 1: 1: 0], *K1 tbl, P1, rep from * to last 
2 sts, K1 tbl, K1.
Row 2: K1, *P1 tbl, K1, rep from * to last 0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1] st, 
(P1 tbl) 0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 0: 0: 1] times.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 14 rows, ending with RS facing for next 
row. 
Cont in rib, dec 1 st at beg of next and 6 foll 6th rows, then on 
2 foll 4th rows. 54 [57: 60: 64: 68: 72: 76: 81] sts.
Work 4 rows, ending with WS facing for next row.
Row 64 (WS): Rib 7 and slip these 7 sts onto a holder (for button 
band), M1, rib to end. 48 [51: 54: 58: 62: 66: 70: 75] sts.
Change to 3¼mm (US 3) needles.
Break yarn.
Thread 16 beads onto yarn and rejoin yarn.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt from chart for body 
as folls:
Work 10 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Inc 1 st at beg of next and 8 foll 4th rows. 
57 [60: 63: 67: 71: 75: 79: 84] sts. 
Cont straight until left front matches back to beg of raglan armhole
