NEEDLES
1 pair 5mm (no 6) (US 8) needles
1 pair 6mm (no 4) (US 10) needles

TENSION 
15 sts and 21 rows to 10 cm measured over st st using 6mm 
(US 10) needles and 2 strands of yarn held together. 

STRIPE SEQUENCE
Stripes are worked used 2 strands of yarn held together, with some
stripes in 2 strands of same colour and some stripes in 2 strands of 
different colours. Use colours as folls:
Stripe 1: Using yarn A DOUBLE, work 15 [15: 16: 16: 17] rows.
Stripe 2: Using one strand each of yarns A and B held together, 
work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 3: Using yarn B DOUBLE, work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 4: Using one strand each of yarns B and C held together, 
work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 5: Using yarn C DOUBLE, work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 6: Using one strand each of yarns B and C held together, 
work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 7: Using yarn B DOUBLE, work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 8: Using one strand each of yarns A and B held together, 
work 18 [18: 19: 19: 20] rows.
Stripe 9: Using yarn A DOUBLE, work rem rows.

BACK
Using 5mm (US 8) needles and yarn A DOUBLE cast on 79 [87: 95: 
101: 109] sts.
Work in g st for 4 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Change to 6mm (US 10) needles.
Beg with a K row and first row of stripe 1, cont in st st in stripe 
sequence (see above) throughout as folls:
Dec 1 st at each end of 17th and 4 foll 16th rows. 
69 [77: 85: 91: 99] sts.
Cont straight until first 14 [14: 10: 10: 9] rows of stripe 6 have been 
completed, ending with RS facing for next row. (Back should meas 
approx 49.5 [50: 50.5: 51: 51.5] cm.)
Shape armholes
Keeping stripes correct, cast off 2 [3: 4: 5: 6] sts at beg of next
2 rows. 65 [71: 77: 81: 87] sts.
Dec 1 st at each end of next 3 [5:5: 5: 5] rows, then on foll 3 [3:3: 3: 4] 
alt rows. 53 [55: 61: 65: 69] sts.

Cont straight until first 4 [8: 3: 7: 5] rows of stripe 9 have been
completed, ending with RS facing for next row. (Armhole should
meas approx 21 [22.5: 24: 25.5: 27] cm.)
Shape shoulders and back neck
Next row (RS): Cast off 5 [5: 6: 6: 7] sts, K until there are 13 [14: 15:
17: 17] sts on right needle and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder.
Work each side of neck separately.
Dec 1 st at neck edge of next 3 rows and at same time cast off
5 [5: 6: 7: 7] sts at beg of 2nd row.
Cast off rem 5 [6: 6: 7: 7] sts.
With RS facing, slip centre 17 [17: 19: 19: 21] sts onto a holder, 
rejoin yarns and K to end.
Complete to match first side, reversing shapings.

LEFT FRONT
Using 5mm (US 8) needles and yarn A DOUBLE cast on 85 [89: 93: 
96: 100] sts.
Work in g st for 4 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Change to 6mm (US 10) needles.
Beg with first row of stripe 1, cont as folls:
Row 5 (RS): Knit.
Row 6: K2, P to end.
Last 2 rows set the sts – front opening edge 2 sts in g st with all other
sts in st st.
Keeping sts and stripes correct throughout, cont as folls:
Dec 1 st at beg of 15th and 4 foll 16th rows. 80 [84: 88: 91: 95] sts.
Cont straight until left front matches back to beg of armhole shaping, 
ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape armhole
Keeping stripes correct, cast off 2 [3: 4: 5: 6] sts at beg of next row. 
78 [81: 84: 86: 89] sts.
Work 1 row.
Dec 1 st at armhole edge of next 3 [5: 5: 5: 5] rows, then on foll 
3 [3: 3: 3: 4] alt rows. 72 [73: 76: 78: 80] sts.
Cont straight until left front matches back to beg of shoulder
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
