1 pair 3mm (no 11) (US 2/3) needles

TENSION
28 sts and 38 rows to 10 cm measured over st st
using 3mm (US 2/3) needles.

BACK 
Using 21/4mm (US 1) needles and yarn A, cast
on 117 [123: 129: 137: 145: 155: 163: 171] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
Row 2: P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Join in yarn B.
Keeping rib correct, now work in stripes as folls:

Rows 3 and 4: Using yarn B.
Rows 5 and 6: Using yarn A.
Last 4 rows form stripe sequence.
Keeping stripes correct throughout, cont 
as folls:
Work in rib for a further 28 rows, ending after
2 rows using yarn A and with RS facing for
next row.
Change to 3mm (US 2/3) needles.
Beg with a K row and keeping stripes correct,
cont in st st as folls:
Work 68 [68: 64: 76: 72: 80: 76: 84] rows,
ending with RS facing for next row. (Back
should meas approx 27 [27: 26: 29: 28: 30: 
29: 31] cm.)
Shape armholes
Place markers at both ends of last row to
denote base of armhole openings.
Keeping stripes correct, inc 1 st at each end 
of 3rd and 14 [14: 15: 15: 16: 16: 17: 17] foll
4th rows. 
147 [153: 161: 169: 179: 189: 199: 207] sts.
Work 3 rows, ending with RS facing for next
row. (Armhole should meas 16.5 [16.5: 17.5:
17.5: 18.5: 18.5: 19.5: 19.5] cm.)
Shape shoulders and back neck
Cast off 4 [5: 5: 5: 6: 6: 7: 7] sts at beg of next 
2 [12: 6: 2: 8: 2: 10: 6] rows, then 5 [-: 6: 6: 7: 7:
8: 8] sts at beg of foll 10 [-: 6: 10: 4: 10: 2: 6]
rows. 89 [93: 95: 99: 103: 107: 113: 117] sts.
Next row (RS): Cast off 6 [7: 7: 8: 8: 9: 

10: 11] sts, K until there are 21 [22: 23: 24: 25:
26: 28: 29] sts on right needle and turn, leaving
rem sts on a holder.
Work each side of neck separately.
Cast off 4 sts at beg of next row, 6 [7: 7: 8: 8: 
9: 10: 11] sts at beg of foll row, then 4 sts at beg
of next row.
Cast off rem 7 [7: 8: 8: 9: 9: 10: 10] sts.
With RS facing, rejoin yarns to rem sts, cast 
off centre 35 [35: 35: 35: 37: 37: 37: 37] sts, 
K to end.
Complete to match first side, reversing
shapings.

LEFT FRONT
Using 21/4mm (US 1) needles and yarn A, cast
on 58 [62: 64: 68: 72: 78: 82: 86] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to last
st, K1.
Row 2: *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Join in yarn B.
Beg with 2 rows using yarn B, work in rib in
stripe sequence as given for back for a further
32 rows, dec 0 [1: 0: 0: 0: 1: 1: 1] st at end of
last row, ending after 2 rows using yarn A and
with RS facing for next row. 
58 [61: 64: 68: 72: 77: 81: 85] sts.
Change to 3mm (US 2/3) needles.
Beg with a K row and keeping stripes correct,
cont in st st as folls:
Monaco only
Work 62 [62: 58: 70: 66: 74: 70: 78] rows,
ending after 2 rows using yarn B and with RS
facing for next row. 
Place chart for left front
Using the intarsia technique as described on
the information page, now place chart for left
front, which is worked entirely in st st beg with
a K row, as folls:
Next row (RS): Using yarn A K5 [6: 8: 10:
12: 14: 16: 18], work next 48 sts as row 1 of
chart for left front, using yarn A K5 [7: 8: 10:
12: 15: 17: 19].
Next row: Using yarn A P5 [7: 8: 10: 12: 
15: 17: 19], work next 48 sts as row 2 of chart
for left front, using yarn A P5 [6: 8: 10: 12: 
14: 16: 18].
