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at ** by working a tr into the ss at end of row 1, 
turn.
Row 4: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc into tr 
at base of 1 ch, *1 dc into next ch, 1 dc into next 
tr, rep from * to end, working dc at end of last rep 
into 3rd of 4 ch at beg of previous row, turn.
These 4 rows form patt.
Work in patt for a further 39 [39: 39: 39: 43] rows,
ending after patt row 3.
Shape for sleeves
Using 5.00mm (US H8) crochet hook and a 
separate ball of yarn, make 24 ch.
Attach end of this ch to first st of last row worked 
with a ss and fasten off – this forms foundation ch 
for second sleeve.
Next row: 25 ch, 1 dc into 2nd ch from hook, 
1 dc into each of next 23 ch – 24 sts increased, 1 
dc into each of next 91 [103: 115: 127: 139] sts – 
last dc is worked into same st as where length of 
ch is attached, 1 dc into each of next 24 ch – 24 
sts increased, turn. 139 [151: 163: 175: 187] sts.
Beg with patt row 1, now work in patt across all 
sts for 18 [18: 22: 22: 22] rows, ending after patt 
row 2.
Shape neck
Row 1: 4 ch (counts as 1 tr and 1 ch), miss ss at 
base of 4 ch and next 1 ch, (1 tr into next ss, 1 ch, 
miss 1 ch) 24 [26: 30: 32: 34] times, 1 tr into next 
ss, miss 1 ch, 1 tr into next ss and turn, leaving rem 
sts unworked. 52 [56: 64: 68: 72] sts.
Row 2: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), dc2tog over 
tr at base of 1 ch and next tr, 1 dc into next ch, 
1 dc into next tr, patt to end, turn.
Row 3: Patt until 26 [28: 32: 34: 36] lace loops 
have been made, locking last lace loop with a ss, 
turn. (Note: Here the last locking ss does NOT 
count as the first st of the next row.)
Row 4: Miss first and 2nd lace loops, 1 ss into 3rd 
lace loop, 1 ch, 1 ss into 2nd lace loop, 1 ch, miss 
next (4th) lace loop, 1 ss into next (5th) lace loop, 
1 ch, 1 ss into missed (4th) lace loop, patt to end,
turn.
Row 5: Patt to last 4 sts, ending with a tr into ss 
above second “leg” of last-but-one pair of crossed 
lace loops – 3 lace loops (and ss and ch above) 
rem, 1 ch, miss 1 ch, tr2tog over next ss and ss 
at beg of previous row, leaving the ch between 
unworked, turn. 47 [51: 59: 63: 67] sts.
Row 6: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc into 
tr2tog at base of 1 ch, patt to end.
Fasten off.
Return to last complete row worked, miss centre 

33 [37: 33: 37: 41] sts, attach yarn to next ss and 
cont as folls:
Row 1: 3 ch (counts as 1 tr), miss 1 ch, 1 tr into 
next ss, 1 ch, miss 1 ch, 1 tr into next tr, patt to 
end, turn. 52 [56: 64: 68: 72] sts.
Row 2: Patt to last 2 sts, dc2tog over next tr and 
top of 3 ch at beg of previous row, turn.
Row 3: Patt until 26 [28: 32: 34: 36] lace loops 
have been made, locking last lace loop with a ss, 
turn. 
Row 4: Patt to last 3 lace loops, ending with 1 ch 
after the last pair of crossed lace loops, miss next 
lace loop, 1 ss into next (last-but-one) lace loop, 
1 ch, 1 ss into missed lace loop and last lace loop 
together, turn.
Row 5: 3 ch (does NOT count as st), miss ss at 
base of 3 ch and next ch, 1 tr into next ss, 1 ch, 
miss 1 ch, 1 tr into next ss, patt to end, turn. 
47 [51: 59: 63: 67] sts.
Row 6: Patt to end, remembering that 3 ch at beg 
of last row does NOT count as a st.
Fasten off.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both shoulder seams.
Neck edging
With RS facing and using 5.00mm (US H8) 
crochet hook, attach yarn to neck edge at end of 
left shoulder seam, 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 
work 1 round of dc evenly around entire neck 
edge, ending with ss to first dc, turn.
Next round: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into each dc to end, missing dc as required to 
ensure edging lays flat and ending with ss to first 
dc, turn.
Rep last round once more.
Fasten off.
Join side and sleeve seams.
Sleeve cuff edgings (both alike)
With RS facing and using 5.00mm (US H8) 
crochet hook, attach yarn to armhole edge at end 
of underarm seam, 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 
work 1 round of dc evenly around entire sleeve 
cuff edge, ending with ss to first dc, turn.
Next round: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into each dc to end, ending with ss to first dc, 
turn.
Rep last round once more.
Fasten off.

CROCHET ABBREVIATIONS
ch = chain; dc = double crochet; dc2tog = (insert 
hook as indicated, yoh and draw loop through) 
twice, yoh and draw through all 3 loops on hook;
dtr = double treble; ss = slip stitch; tr = treble;
tr2tog = (yoh and insert hook as indicated, yoh 
and draw loop through, yoh and draw through 2 
loops) twice, yoh and draw through all 3 loops on 
hook; yoh = yarn over hook.

BACK and FRONT (both alike)
Using 5.00mm (US H8) crochet hook, make 
92 [104: 116: 128: 140] ch.
Foundation row (WS): 1 dc into 2nd ch from 
hook, 1 dc into each ch to end, turn. 
91 [103: 115: 127: 139] sts.
Next row: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc into 
each dc to end, turn.
Rep last row once more.
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): *1 ch, draw loop on hook up to 
approx height of a dtr, keeping loop on hook 
and not allowing it to change size through yarn 
slippage, insert hook into next st, yoh and draw 
loop through**, ss into next st, rep from * to end,
ending last rep at ** and keeping all lace loops on 
hook. (Hint: Slip some sts off handle end of hook 
if they become too numerous.) At end of row, 
remove all except last lace loop from hook, yoh, 
draw loop through, insert hook under back thread 
and work 1 ss in same way as for a Solomon’s 
Knot to lock last lace loop, turn. (Note: Ss locking 
last loop forms first st of next row.)
Row 2: *1 ch, miss next lace loop, 1 ss into next 
lace loop, 1 ch, 1 ss into top of missed ch loop, 
rep from * to last lace loop, 1 ch, 1 ss into last lace 
loop, turn. 22 [25: 28: 31: 34] patt reps plus end sts.
Row 3: 4 ch (counts as 1 tr and 1 ch), miss ss at 
base of 4 ch and next 1 ch, *1 tr into next ss**,
1 ch, miss 1 ch, rep from * to end, ending last rep 
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47.5 [53.5: 60: 66: 72.5] cm
