Next row (RS): Make 66 ch (to inc 22 blocks and 
form foundation ch for right sleeve section), make 
turning ch as required for point in patt, then patt
across rem sts of this ch, ending with 1 tr into top of
last tr of previous row, patt across sts of last row until
tr has been worked into same place as where length
of ch at this side of work has been attached, now patt
across next 66 ch (22 blocks), turn. 89 [93: 97: 101:
107] blocks.
Cont in patt for a further 25 [27: 27: 29: 29] rows,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape back neck
Next row (RS): Patt 38 [40: 41: 43: 46] blocks,
ending before tr at end of last of these blocks has 
been worked, now dec over next block as folls: If 
next block is an open block work (tr2tog over next 
4 sts, placing first “leg” in next tr, missing next 2 sts 
and working second “leg” into next tr). If next block
is a solid block work (tr4tog over next 4 sts). Once 
appropriate dec has been worked, turn. 38 [40: 41: 43:
46] blocks.
Work one more row on these 38 [40: 41: 43: 46]
blocks only, ending with RS facing for next row.
Fasten off.
Return to last complete row worked, miss next
11 [11: 13: 13: 13] blocks, attach yarn to tr between
block just missed and next block and cont as folls:
Next row (RS): 3 ch (does NOT count as st), now
dec over this next block as folls: If next block is an
open block work (miss 2 sts, 1 tr into next tr). If next 
block is a solid block work (tr3tog over next 3 sts). 
Once appropriate dec has been worked, patt to end,
turn. 38 [40: 41: 43: 46] blocks.
Work one more row on these 38 [40: 41: 43: 46]
blocks only, remembering that 3 ch at beg of 
previous row does NOT count as st and ending with
RS facing for next row.
Fasten off.

LEFT FRONT
Using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) crochet hook make 
69 [75: 83: 89: 98] ch.
Row 1 (RS): 1 tr into 4th [4th: 8th: 8th: 8th] ch
from hook, (2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch) 0 [0: 1:
3: 6] times, 1 tr into each of next 8 [14: 15: 15: 15] ch,
(2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch) 17 times, 1 tr into
each of next 6 ch, turn. 67 [73: 79: 85: 94] sts, 22 [24:
26: 28: 31] blocks.
This row forms chart row 1 and sets the patt.
Beg with chart row 2, cont in filet patt (see pattern 
note) for a further 51 [51: 53: 53: 55] rows, ending 
with RS facing for next row. 
Shape for sleeve
Next row (RS): Make 66 ch (to inc 22 blocks and 

form foundation ch for left sleeve section), make 
turning ch as required for point in patt, then patt
across rem sts of this ch, ending with 1 tr into top of
last tr of previous row, then patt to end, turn. 
44 [46: 48: 50: 53] blocks.
Cont in patt for a further 19 [21: 19: 21: 21] rows,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape front neck
Next row (RS): Patt 40 [42: 44: 46: 49] blocks,
ending before tr at end of last of these blocks has 
been worked, now dec over next block as folls: If 
next block is an open block work (tr2tog over next 
4 sts, placing first “leg” in next tr, missing next 2 sts 
and working second “leg” into next tr). If next block
is a solid block work (tr4tog over next 4 sts). Once 
appropriate dec has been worked, turn, leaving rem 3
blocks unworked. 40 [42: 44: 46: 49] blocks.
Working decreases as set by back neck, dec 1 block at
neck edge of next 2 [2: 3: 3: 3] rows.
38 [40: 41: 43: 46] blocks.
Work a further 5 [5: 6: 6: 6] rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Fasten off.

RIGHT FRONT
As patt and fabric is completely reversible, work 
exactly as given for left front, but reading WS for RS
and vice versa. (For this front, opposite side of work
will be used as RS.)

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both shoulder/overarm seams. 
Front opening and neck edging
With RS facing and using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) 
crochet hook, attach yarn at base of right front
opening edge and cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into point where yarn was attached, work 1 row of
dc evenly up right front opening edge, around entire
neck edge, and down left front opening edge to base 
of left front opening, working 3 dc into each row-
end and ensuring that total number of dc worked is
an odd number, turn.
Row 2: 4 ch (counts as 1 tr and 1 ch), miss first 2 
dc, 1 tr into next dc, *1 ch, miss 1 dc, 1 tr into next
dc, rep from * to end, missing extra dc as required
around neck edge (to ensure edging lays flat) and
working into dc at top of front opening edge as folls: 
(1 tr, 1 ch, 1 tr, 1 ch and 1 tr) into corner dc.
Fasten off.
Cuff edgings (both alike)
With RS facing and using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) 
crochet hook, attach yarn at one end of cuff (row-

end) edge of sleeve sections and cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into point where yarn was attached, work 1 row of
dc evenly along entire cuff (row-end) edge of sleeve
sections, ensuring that total number of dc worked is
an odd number, turn.
Row 2: 4 ch (counts as 1 tr and 1 ch), miss first 2 dc, 
1 tr into next dc, *1 ch, miss 1 dc, 1 tr into next dc, 
rep from * to end.
Fasten off.
Join side and sleeve seams.
Hem border
With RS facing and using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) 
crochet hook, attach yarn at base of left front opening 
edge and cont as folls:
Row 1 (RS): 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into point where yarn was attached, work 1 row of
dc evenly along entire hem edge to base of right 
front opening edge, ensuring that total number of dc
worked is a multiple of 16 sts plus one extra st, turn.
Row 2: 3 ch (counts as 1 tr), miss first dc, 1 tr into 
next dc, *1 ch, miss 1 dc, 1 tr into next dc, rep from *
to last dc, 1 tr into last dc, turn.
Row 3: 3 ch (counts as 1 tr), miss tr at base of 3 ch, 
1 tr into each of next 3 sts, *5 ch, miss 4 sts, 1 dtr
into next st, 5 ch, miss 4 sts**, 1 tr into each of next
7 sts, rep from * to end, ending last rep at **, 1 tr 
into each of last 3 sts, 1 tr into top of 3 ch at beg of
previous row, turn.
Row 4: 3 ch (counts as 1 tr), miss tr at base of 3 ch, 
1 tr into each of next 2 tr, *7 ch, miss (1 tr and 5 ch),
1 dc into next dtr, 7 ch, miss (5 ch and 1 tr)**, 1 tr 
into each of next 5 tr, rep from * to end, ending last
rep at **, 1 tr into each of next 2 tr, 1 tr into top of 
3 ch at beg of previous row, turn.
Row 5: 3 ch (counts as 1 tr), miss tr at base of 3 ch, 
1 tr into next tr, *7 ch, miss (1 tr and 7 ch), (1 dc, 5 ch 
and 1 dc) into next dc, 7 ch, miss (7 ch and 1 tr)**,
1 tr into each of next 3 tr, rep from * to end, ending
last rep at **, 1 tr into next tr, 1 tr into top of 3 ch at 
beg of previous row, turn.
Row 6: 6 ch (counts as 1 tr and 3 ch), miss (tr at base 
of 3 ch, next tr, 7 ch and 1 dc), *(ttr2tog, 1 ch, ttr2tog, 
1 ch, ttr2tog, 1 ch, ttr2tog, 1 ch and ttr2tog) all into
next ch sp, 3 ch, miss (1 dc, 7 ch and 1 tr)**, 1 tr into 
next tr, 3 ch, miss (1 tr, 7 ch and 1 dc), rep from * to 
end, ending last rep at **, 1 tr into top of
3 ch at beg of previous row.
Fasten off.
Sleeve trims (both alike)
Mark points along sleeve seam approx 5 cm from
underarm point.
With RS facing and using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) 
crochet hook, attach yarn at cuff edge of right sleeve 

CROCHET ABBREVIATIONS
ch = chain; dc = double crochet;dtr = double 
treble; sp(s) = space(s); ss = slip stitch; tr = treble;
tr2tog = (yoh and insert hook as indicated, yoh and 
draw loop through, yoh and draw through 2 loops) 
twice, yoh and draw through all 3 loops on hook;
tr3tog = (yoh and insert hook as indicated, yoh and 
draw loop through, yoh and draw through 2 loops) 
3 times, yoh and draw through all 4 loops on hook; 
tr4tog = (yoh and insert hook as indicated, yoh 
and draw loop through, yoh and draw through 2 
loops) 4 times, yoh and draw through all 5 loops on 
hook; ttr2tog = *(yoh) 3 times and insert hook as 
indicated, yoh and draw loop through, (yoh and draw
through 2 loops) 3 times, rep from * once more, yoh 
and draw through all 3 loops on hook; yoh = yarn 
over hook.

Pattern note: Design is worked in filet crochet 
from chart. Filet crochet is made up of a mesh of sts 
that form a squared grid. At each side of each square
there is a tr, and each square has 2 sts between these
tr. For solid squares on chart, these 2 sts are 2 tr. On 
open squares on chart, these 2 sts are 2 ch. To work 
an open square (or block), work (2 ch, miss 2 sts), and 
to work a solid square (or block) work (1 tr into each 
of next 2 sts). At beg of rows, work 3 ch to count as 
the first tr at the beg of the first block, and then work

either 2 ch or 2 tr depending on the type of block
required. At ends of rows, work the last tr into the 
top of the 3rd ch at the beg of the previous row. 

BACK
Using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) crochet hook make 
138 [150: 164: 176: 194] ch.
Row 1 (RS): 1 tr into 4th [4th: 8th: 8th: 8th] ch
from hook, (2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch) 0 [0: 1:
3: 6] times, 1 tr into each of next 8 [14: 15: 15: 15] ch,
(2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch) 17 times, 1 tr into
each of next 15 ch, (2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch)
17 times, 1 tr into each of next 9 [15: 15: 15: 15] ch, 
(2 ch, miss 2 ch, 1 tr into next ch) 0 [0: 2: 4: 7] times,
turn. 136 [148: 160: 172: 190] sts, 45 [49: 53: 57: 63] 
blocks.
This row forms chart row 1 and sets the patt.
Beg with chart row 2 and repeating the 22 row patt
rep throughout, cont in filet patt (see pattern note) 
for a further 51 [51: 53: 53: 55] rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row. (Back should meas approx 
51 [51: 53: 53: 54.5] cm.)
Shape for sleeves
Using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) crochet hook and a
separate ball of yarn, make 66 ch and attach this ch to 
top of first st of last row with a ss. (This length of ch
forms foundation ch for left sleeve section.)
Fasten off.

22 blocks to 28.5 cm and 22 rows to 21.5 cm 
measured over filet patt using 3.00mm (US C2/D3) 
crochet hook. 58.5 [63.5: 68.5: 74: 81.5] cm

(23 [25: 27: 29: 32] in)

Row 4: As row 2.
Rows 5 and 6: As rows 1 and 2.
Row 7: Using yarn A inc in first st, K12 [13: 13: 
13: 14], using one strand each of yarns A and B 
held together C8F, K4, using yarn A K12 [13: 13: 
13: 14], inc in last st. 40 [42: 42: 42: 44] sts.
Row 8: Using yarn A P14 [15: 15: 15: 16], using 
one strand each of yarns A and B held together 
P12, using yarn A P14 [15: 15: 15: 16].
These 8 rows form patt – 1 cable using yarns A 
and B held together and rem sts in st st using yarn 
A only – and beg sleeve shaping.
Cont as now set, inc 1 st at each end of 7th [7th: 
9th: 7th: 7th] and every foll 8th [10th: 10th: 8th: 
8th] row to 44 [58: 58: 52: 54] sts, then on every 
foll 10th [-: -: 10th: 10th] row until there are 56 [-:
-: 60: 62] sts, taking inc sts into st st using yarn A.

Cont straight until sleeve meas 45 [46: 47: 47: 47] cm,
ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape top
Keeping patt correct, cast off 5 [6: 6: 6: 6] sts at beg 
of next 2 [6: 6: 4: 4] rows, then 6 [-: -: 7: 7] sts at 
beg of foll 4 [-: -: 2: 2] rows.
Cast off rem 22 [22: 22: 22: 24] sts.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join right shoulder seam using back stitch, or 
mattress stitch if preferred.
Neckband
With RS facing, using 4mm (US 6) needles and 
yarn B, pick up and knit 28 [28: 31: 31: 33] sts 
down left side of front neck, K across 12 sts on 
front holder as folls: K2, K2tog, K4, sl 1, K1, psso, 

K2, pick up and knit 28 [28: 31: 31: 33] sts up 
right side of front neck, and 3 sts down right side 
of back neck, K across 26 [26: 28: 28: 30] sts on 
back holder as folls: K2 [2: 1: 1: 2], M1, (K2 [2: 3:
3: 2], M1) 2 [2: 2: 2: 3] times, K3, K2tog, K4, sl 1, 
K1, psso, K3, M1, (K2 [2: 3: 3: 2], M1) 2 [2: 2: 2: 3] 
times, K2 [2: 1: 1: 2], then pick up and knit 3 sts up 
left side of back neck. 102 [102: 110: 110: 118] sts.
Beg with row 2, work in rib as given for back for 
7 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
Join left shoulder and neckband seam. Mark points 
along side seam edges 18 [19: 20: 21: 22] cm either 
side of shoulder seams (to denote base of armhole 
openings). See information page for finishing 
instructions, setting in sleeves using the straight 
cast-off method.
