21 sts and 27½ rows to 10 cm measured over 
patterned st st using a combination of Pure Linen 
and Kidsilk Haze DOUBLE, 18 sts and 31 rows to 
10 cm measured over plain st st using Pure Linen, 
both using 4mm (US 6) needles.

Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, using a 
combination of the intarsia and fairisle 
techniques as described on the information page 
(and remembering to use Kidsilk Haze DOUBLE 
throughout), cont in patt from chart for body, 
which is worked entirely in st st beg with a K row, 
as folls:
Cont straight until chart row 178 [184: 190: 194: 
200] has been completed, ending with RS facing 
for next row. (Back should meas approx 70 [72: 74:
76: 78] cm.)
Shape shoulders

neck edge of next 3 rows.
Work 1 row.
Cast off rem 4 [5: 6: 7: 7: 8: 9: 10: 10: 11] sts.

P1, (K1, P1) twice, K37 [39: 41: 44: 47: 50: 53: 55: 
57: 60].

(P1, K1) 3 times, P36 [38: 40: 43: 46: 49: 52: 54:

rows. 12 [14: 16: 19: 21: 24: 27: 29: 30: 33] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Shape shoulder
Cast off 4 [4: 5: 6: 7: 8: 9: 9: 10: 11] sts at beg of 
next row, then 4 [5: 5: 6: 7: 8: 9: 10: 10: 11] sts at 
beg of foll alt row.
Work 1 row.
Cast off rem 4 [5: 6: 7: 7: 8: 9: 10: 10: 11] sts.
With RS facing, rejoin yarn and cont as folls:
Next row (RS): (P1, K1) twice, P1, K to end.
Next row: P to last 4 sts, (K1, P1) twice.
Last 2 rows set the sts – front opening edge 5 sts 
worked in moss st with all other sts in st st.

Work in moss st as given for back for 8 cm, ending 
with RS facing for next row. 
Beg with a K row, now work in st st throughout 
as folls:
Inc 1 st at each end of next and every foll 14th [14th: 
10th: 10th: 8th: 8th: 8th: 8th: 8th: 8th] row to 
67 [67: 67: 67: 67: 67: 69: 69: 79: 79] sts, then on 
every foll – [-: 12th: 12th: 10th: 10th: 10th: 10th: 
10th: 10th] row until there are - [-: 71: 71: 75: 75:
77: 77: 81: 81] sts.
Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Now complete sleeve in moss st as given for back 
as folls:
Cont straight until sleeve meas 28 [28: 29: 29: 30:
30: 30: 30: 31: 31] cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row. 
Shape top
Keeping moss st correct, cast off 7 [7: 8: 8: 8: 8: 8:
8: 9: 9] sts at beg of next 4 [4: 6: 6: 4: 4: 2: 2: 6: 6] 
rows, then 8 [8: -: -: 9: 9: 9: 9: -: -] sts at beg of foll 
2 [2: -: -: 2: 2: 4: 4: -: -] rows.
Cast off rem 23 [23: 23: 23: 25: 25: 25: 25: 27: 27] sts.

Beg with a K row, now work in st st throughout 
as folls:
Cont straight until back meas 12 [12: 12: 13: 13:
15: 15: 17: 15: 17] cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row.
Dec 1 st at each end of next and 3 foll 8th rows, 
then on 3 foll 6th rows.

Work 13 rows, ending with RS facing for next 
row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next and foll 16th row.

70: 70: 72: 72: 74] cm, ending with RS facing for 
next row.
Shape back neck 
Next row (RS): K18 [20: 22: 25: 27: 30: 33: 35: 
36: 39] and turn, leaving rem sts on a holder.
Work each side of neck separately.
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41.5 [43.5: 46: 49: 52: 55.5: 58.5: 60.5: 62.5: 66] cm
(16½ [17: 18: 19½: 20½: 22: 23: 24: 24½: 26] in)

mattress stitch if preferred.
Neckband
With RS facing and using 4½mm (US 7) needles, 
slip 14 [14: 14: 13: 14: 14: 13: 13: 14: 14] sts on 
right front holder onto right needle, rejoin yarn 
and pick up and knit 24 [24: 24: 26: 26: 26: 28: 28: 
28: 28] sts up right side of front neck, and 7 sts 
down right side of back neck, K across 43 [43: 43:

43: 45: 45: 45: 45: 47: 47] sts on back holder, pick 
up and knit 7 sts up left side of back neck, and 
24 [24: 24: 26: 26: 26: 28: 28: 28: 28] sts down left 
side of front neck, then patt across 14 [14: 14: 13:
14: 14: 13: 13: 14: 14] sts on left front holder. 133 
[133: 133: 135: 139: 139: 141: 141: 145: 145] sts.
Working all sts in moss st as set by front opening 
edge sts (at each end of row), work in moss st for 

9 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off in moss st.
Mark points along side seam edges 19 [19: 20: 20: 
21: 21: 22: 22: 23: 23] cm either side of shoulder 
seams (to denote base of armhole openings). See 
information page for finishing instructions, setting 
in sleeves using the straight cast-off method.
