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5: 5] sts at beg of foll alt row.
Cast off rem 4 [4: 4: 5: 5] sts.
With RS facing, rejoin yarns and cast off centre 
27 [27: 29: 29: 31] sts, patt to end.
Complete to match first side, reversing shapings.

POCKET BAGS (make 2)
Using set of 4 double-pointed 4mm (US 6) 
needles and yarn A cast on 58 sts.
Distribute sts evenly over 3 of the 4 needles and,
using 4th needle, work in rounds as folls:
Round 1: Purl.
Rep last round until pocket bag meas 17 cm.
Next round: *P2, M1P, (P6, M1P) 4 times, P3,
rep from * once more. 68 sts.
Slip first 34 sts onto one holder (these will be 
joined to front for pocket top) and rem 34 sts onto 
another holder (these form pocket back).
Break yarn. (Note: Pocket bag is worked in rev 
st st so that, when attached to fronts, inside of 
pocket bag is in st st and st st of pocket bag follows 
through onto st st of patt of front.)

LEFT FRONT
Using 3¾mm (US 5) needles and yarn A cast on 
71 [79: 83: 91: 99] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to last st, K1.
Row 2: K1, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib until left front meas 5 cm, ending with 
WS facing for next row. 
Next row (WS): Rib 8 and slip these 8 sts onto a 
holder (for button band), M1, rib to end, inc [dec:
-: dec: dec] 1 [2: -: 2: 2] sts evenly across. 
65 [70: 76: 82: 90] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart for body as folls:
Cont straight until chart row 56 [58: 60: 62: 64] 
has been worked, ending with RS facing for next 
row.
Place pocket
Next row (RS): Patt 10 [12: 14: 16: 18] sts, slip 
next 34 sts onto another holder and, in their place, 
patt across 34 sts of pocket back section of first 
pocket bag, patt rem 21 [24: 28: 32: 38] sts.
Cont straight until chart row 106 [112: 116: 120: 
124] has been completed.
Shape front slope
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at end of next and 
5 [5: 7: 7: 9] foll 4th rows, then on 8 [8: 7: 7: 6] foll 
6th rows. 51 [56: 61: 67: 74] sts.
Work 3 rows, ending after chart row 178 [184: 
190: 194: 200] and with RS facing for next row. 
Shape shoulder
Keeping patt correct, cast off 3 [3: 3: 4: 4] sts at beg 
of next and foll 12 [7: 2: 11: 4] alt rows, then 4 [4: 
4: 5: 5] sts at beg of foll 1 [6: 11: 2: 9] alt rows and 

at same time dec 1 st at front slope edge of 3rd 
and 3 foll 6th rows.
Work 1 row.
Cast off rem 4 [4: 4: 5: 5] sts.

RIGHT FRONT
Using 3¾mm (US 5) needles and yarn A cast on 
71 [79: 83: 91: 99] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K3, *P2, K2, rep from * to end.
Row 2: P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to last st, K1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 4 rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Row 7 (RS): K3, P2tog, yon (to make first 
buttonhole), rib to end. 
Cont in rib until right front meas 5 cm, ending 
with WS facing for next row. 
Next row (WS): Rib to last 8 sts inc [dec: -: dec: 
dec] 1 [2: -: 2: 2] sts evenly across, M1 and turn, 
leaving rem 8 sts on a holder (for buttonhole 
band). 65 [70: 76: 82: 90] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, cont in patt 
from chart for body as folls:
Cont straight until chart row 56 [58: 60: 62: 64] has
been worked, ending with RS facing for next row.
Place pocket
Next row (RS): Patt 21 [24: 28: 32: 38] sts, slip 
next 34 sts onto another holder and, in their place, 
patt across 34 sts of pocket back section of second 
pocket bag, patt rem 10 [12: 14: 16: 18] sts.
Complete to match left front, reversing shapings.

SLEEVES
Using 3¾mm (US 5) needles and yarn A cast on 
46 [50: 50: 50: 54] sts.
Work in rib as given for back for 5 cm, inc [dec:
inc: inc: dec] 1 st at end of last row and ending 
with RS facing for next row. 47 [49: 51: 51: 53] sts.
Change to 4mm (US 6) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, using a 
combination of the intarsia and fairisle 
techniques as described on the information 
page (and remembering to use Kidsilk Haze 
DOUBLE throughout), cont in patt from chart for 
appropriate sleeve, which is worked entirely in st st 
beg with a K row, as folls:
Inc 1 st at each end of 7th [7th: 7th: 5th: 5th] and 
every foll 8th [8th: 8th: 6th: 6th] row to 63 [71: 79: 
75: 85] sts, then on every foll 10th [10th: -: 8th: 
8th] row until there are 71 [75: -: 85: 89] sts, taking 
inc sts into patt.
Work 9 [9: 7: 7: 7] rows, ending after chart row 
112 [116: 118: 118: 118] and with RS facing for 
next row. (Sleeve should meas approx 46 [47: 48:
48: 48] cm.)
Shape top
Keeping patt correct, cast off 8 [8: 8: 9: 10] sts at 

beg of next 6 [4: 2: 4: 6] rows, then – [9: 9: 10: -] sts
at beg of foll – [2: 4: 2: -] rows.
Cast off rem 23 [25: 27: 29: 29] sts.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both shoulder seams using back stitch, or 
mattress stitch if preferred.
Button band
Slip 8 sts left on left front holder onto 3¾mm (US 
5) needles and rejoin yarn A with RS facing.
Row 1 (RS): K3, P2, K3.
Row 2: K1, P2, K2, P2, K1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib until button band, when slightly 
stretched, fits up left front opening edge, up left 
front slope and across to centre back neck, ending 
with RS facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
Slip stitch band in place. Mark positions for 5 
buttons on this band – first button to come level 
with buttonhole already worked in right front,
last button to come just below beg of front slope 
shaping, and rem 3 buttons evenly spaced between.
Buttonhole band
Slip 8 sts left on right front holder onto 3¾mm 
(US 5) needles and rejoin yarn A with WS facing.
Beg with row 2, complete as given for button 
band, with the addition of a further 4 buttonholes 
worked to correspond with positions marked for 
buttons as folls:
Buttonhole row (RS): K3, P2tog, yon, K3.
When this band is complete, cast off in rib.
Slip stitch this band in place, joining cast-off ends 
of bands at centre back neck.
Pocket tops (both alike)
Slip 34 sts of pocket opening edge of front onto 
one 4mm (US 6) needle, then slip rem 34 sts of 
this pocket bag onto another 4mm (US 6) needle.
Holding front and pocket bag so that their purl 
sides are tog, using 4mm (US 6) needles and yarn 
A, now work across all 34 sts by taking one st from 
front with corresponding st from pocket bag as 
folls: inc in first st, K32, inc in last st. 36 sts.
Row 1 (WS): K1, P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to last 
st, K1.
Row 2: K3, *P2, K2, rep from * to last st, K1.
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 5 rows, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.
Fold pocket bag flat and join cast-on edge to form 
base of pocket bag.
Mark points along side seam edges 18 [19: 20: 21: 
22] cm either side of shoulder seams (to denote 
base of armhole openings). See information page 
for finishing instructions, setting in sleeves using 
the straight cast-off method.

Round 2: Ss into first ch sp, 4 ch (does NOT 
count as st), (dtr2tog, 3 ch and dtr3tog) into same 
first ch sp, *5 ch, 1 dc into next ch sp, 3 ch, ss into 
top of dc just worked, 5 ch**, (dtr3tog, 3 ch and 
dtr3tog) into next ch sp, rep from * to end, ending 
last rep at **, ss to top of dtr2tog at beg of round.
Round 3: Ss into first ch sp, 4 ch (does NOT 
count as st), (dtr2tog, 5 ch and dtr3tog) into same 
first ch sp, *(5 ch, 1 dc into next ch sp, 3 ch, ss into 
top of dc just worked) twice, 5 ch**, (dtr3tog, 5 ch
and dtr3tog) into next ch sp, rep from * to end,
ending last rep at **, ss to top of dtr2tog at beg of 
round.
Round 4: Ss into first ch sp, 4 ch (does NOT 
count as st), (dtr2tog, 7 ch and dtr3tog) into same 
first ch sp, *5 ch, 1 dc into next ch sp, 3 ch, ss 
into top of dc just worked, 5 ch, (dtr3tog, 5 ch 
and dtr3tog) into next ch sp, 5 ch, 1 dc into next 
ch sp, 3 ch, ss into top of dc just worked, 5 ch**, 
(dtr3tog, 7 ch and dtr3tog) into next ch sp, rep 
from * to end, ending last rep at **, ss to top of 
dtr2tog at beg of round.
Fasten off.
Completed basic motif is a square. In each corner 
there is a 7-ch sp between a pair of dtr3tog, and 
along sides of square there are a further five 5-ch 
sps. Join motifs whilst working round 4 at corners, 
by replacing corner (7 ch) with (3 ch, 1 ss into 
corresponding corner ch sp of adjacent motif, 
3 ch), and at central three 5-ch sps, by replacing 
(5 ch) with (2 ch, 1 ss into corresponding ch sp of 
adjacent motif, 2 ch). (Ch sp next to corner ch sp 
is NOT joined to adjacent motif.)

BACK and FRONT (both alike)
Motif panel
Make and join 20 [24: 28] basic motifs to form a 
rectangle 5 [6: 7] motifs wide and 4 motifs deep.
Hem border
With RS facing and using 2.50mm (US B1/C2) 
crochet hook, attach yarn to corner ch sp of lower 
(longer) edge of joined motifs and work across 
lower edge of joined motifs as folls: 1 ch (does
NOT count as st), 3 dc into corner ch sp where
yarn was rejoined, *1 dc into next dtr3tog, 3 dc into
each of next 2 ch sps, 1 dc into next dtr3tog, 4 dc
into next ch sp, 1 dc into next dtr3tog, 3 dc into 
each of next 2 ch sps, 1 dc into next dtr3tog**, 4 dc
into corner ch sp, 4 dc into corner ch sp of next 
motif, rep from * to end, ending last rep at **, 3 dc 

into last corner ch sp. 138 [166: 194] sts.
Fasten off.
With RS facing and using 2¼mm (US 1) needles, 
pick up and knit 138 [166: 194] sts from last row 
of dc – this is one picked-up st for each dc.
Row 1 (WS): P2, *K2, P2, rep from * to end.
Row 2: K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.
Cont in rib until hem border meas 8 cm from 
lower edge of joined motifs, ending with RS 
facing for next row.
Cast off in rib.

SLEEVES
Using 2¼mm (US 1) needles cast on 82 [90: 98] sts.
Beg with row 2, work in rib as given for hem 
border of back and front for 10 cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row. 
Change to 3mm (US 2/3) needles.
Cont in rib, shaping sides by inc 1 st at each end 
of 3rd and 5 foll 4th rows. 94 [102: 110] sts.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 18 cm, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Cast off in rib. 

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Join both shoulder seams of joined motif panels,
leaving 25 [26: 27] cm open at centre (for neck 
opening).
Neck edging
With RS facing and using 2.50mm (US B1/C2) 
crochet hook, attach yarn to neck edge at end of 
one shoulder seam and cont as folls: 1 ch (does 
NOT count as st), now work 1 round of dc 
around entire neck opening, working into each ch 
sp and dtr3tog in same way as for first row of hem 
border of back and front and ensuring total number
of dc worked is divisible by 4, ss to first dc.
Next round: 1 ch (does NOT count as st), 1 dc 
into each of first 2 dc, *3 ch, ss to 3rd ch from 
hook**, 1 dc into each of next 4 dc, rep from * to 
end, ending last rep at **, 1 dc into each of last 
2 dc, ss to first dc.
Fasten off.
Mark points along side seam edges of back and 
front 17.5 [19.5: 20.5] cm either side of shoulder 
seams (to denote base of armhole openings). See 
information page for finishing instructions, setting 
in sleeves using the straight cast-off method.

NEEDLES
1 pair 2¼mm (no 13) (US 1) needles
1 pair 3mm (no 11) (US 2/3) needles
2.50mm (no 12) (US B1/C2) crochet hook

TENSION 
28 sts and 36 rows to 10 cm measured over rib 
when slightly stretched using 3mm (US 2/3) 
needles. Basic crochet motif measures 10 cm 
square using 2.50mm (US B1/C2) crochet hook.

CROCHET ABBREVIATIONS
ch = chain; dc = double crochet; dtr2tog = 
*(yoh) twice and insert hook as indicated, yoh 
and draw loop through, (yoh and draw through 2 
loops) twice, rep from * once more, yoh and draw 
through all 3 loops on hook; dtr3tog = *(yoh) 
twice and insert hook as indicated, yoh and draw 
loop through, (yoh and draw through 
2 loops) twice, rep from * twice more, yoh and 
draw through all 4 loops on hook; sp(s) = space(s);
ss = slip stitch; tr = treble; yoh = yarn over hook.

BASIC MOTIF
Using 2.50mm (US B1/C2) crochet hook make 
4 ch and join with a ss to form a ring.
Round 1 (RS): 5 ch (counts as 1 tr and 2 ch), 
(1 tr into ring, 2 ch) 7 times, ss to 3rd of 5 ch at 
beg of round. 8 ch sps.
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
