TENSION 
34 sts and 36 rows to 10 cm measured over patt 
using 3¼mm (US 3) needles. 

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C4B = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at back of work, K2, then K2 from cable needle;
C4F = slip next 2 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, K2, then K2 from cable needle.

BACK
Using 2¾mm (US 2) needles cast on 145 [153: 
159: 169: 179: 189: 199: 209: 217: 227] sts.
Row 1 (RS): K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
Row 2: P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
These 2 rows form rib.

Work in rib for a further 8 rows, inc 1 st at centre 
of last row and ending with RS facing for next 
row. 146 [154: 160: 170: 180: 190: 200: 210: 218:
228] sts.
Change to 3¼mm (US 3) needles.
Beg and ending rows as indicated and repeating
the 30 row patt repeat throughout, cont in patt
from chart for body as folls:
Work 16 [16: 16: 20: 20: 26: 26: 34: 26: 34] rows,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at each end of next
and 4 foll 8th rows. 136 [144: 150: 160: 170: 180:
190: 200: 208: 218] sts.
Work 15 rows, ending with RS facing for next
row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next and 4 foll 10th rows, 
taking inc sts into patt. 146 [154: 160: 170: 180: 
190: 200: 210: 218: 228] sts.
Cont straight until back meas 37 [37: 36: 39: 38:
40: 39: 41: 40: 42] cm, ending with RS facing for
next row.
Shape armholes
Keeping patt correct, cast off 6 [7: 7: 8: 8: 9: 9: 10: 
10: 11] sts at beg of next 2 rows. 134 [140: 146:
154: 164: 172: 182: 190: 198: 206] sts.
Dec 1 st at each end of next 5 [5: 7: 7: 9: 9: 11: 11: 
13: 13] rows, then on foll 5 [6: 5: 7: 7: 9: 9: 11: 11:
12] alt rows, then on foll 4th row. 112 [116: 120: 
124: 130: 134: 140: 144: 148: 154] sts.
Cont straight until armhole meas 18 [18: 19: 19: 
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187 [191: 195: 199: 203] sts.
This completes right front slope shaping - place 
marker at beg (end cast-on st) of last row to 
denote neck edge of right front shoulder seam.
Shape right front shoulder seam
**Work 3 [3: 3: 4: 4] rows, ending with RS [RS:
RS: WS: WS] facing for next row. 
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at marked shoulder 
seam edge of next and 5 [13: 20: 9: 19] foll 4th [4th:
4th: 5th: 5th] rows, then on 15 [7: -: 11: 1] foll 3rd 
[3rd: -: 4th: 4th] rows. 166 [170: 174: 178: 182] sts.
Work 2 [2: 3: 3: 3] rows, ending with RS facing 
for next row.
This completes right front shoulder seam.
Shape right armhole
Next row (RS): Cast off first 38 [40: 42: 44: 
46] sts (for right front armhole edge), then
immediately cast on 38 [40: 42: 44: 46] sts (for
right back armhole edge), then patt to end.
166 [170: 174: 178: 182] sts.
Shape right back shoulder seam
Inc 1 st at shoulder seam edge of 3rd [3rd: 4th: 4th: 
4th] and 15 [7: 20: 11: 1] foll 3rd [3rd: 4th: 4th:
4th] rows, then on 5 [13: -: 9: 19] foll 4th [4th: -:
5th: 5th] rows, taking inc sts into textured patt.
187 [191: 195: 199: 203] sts.
Work 3 [3: 3: 4: 4] rows, ending with RS facing
for next row. 
This completes right back shoulder seam – place
marker at end of last row to denote neck edge of
right back shoulder seam.**
Shape back neck
Keeping patt correct, dec 1 st at marked upper
(back neck) edge of next 3 rows, then on foll
2 alt rows, then on foll 4th row. 
181 [185: 189: 193: 197] sts.
Work 35 [35: 39: 39: 43] rows, ending with RS
facing for next row. 
Inc 1 st at marked upper (back neck) edge of next
and foll 4th row, then 2 foll alt rows, then on foll
2 rows, taking inc sts into patt and ending with WS
facing for next row. 187 [191: 195: 199: 203] sts.
This completes back neck shaping – place marker
at beg of last row to denote neck edge of left back
shoulder seam.
Now shape left back shoulder seam, left armhole and
left front shoulder seam by repeating from ** to **.
Shape left front slope
Keeping patt correct, cast off 10 sts at beg of next row, 
8 [8: 7: 7: 7] sts at beg of foll 4 [4: 7: 7: 3] alt rows, then
7 [7: 6: 6: 6] sts at beg of foll 3 [3: 1: 1: 6] alt rows. 

Work 1 row, ending with RS facing for next row.
Cast off rem 124 [128: 130: 134: 136] sts (see 
pattern note).

SLEEVES
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 64 [66: 68:
68: 70] sts.
Work in textured patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K1 [2: 1: 1: 2], P2, *K2, P2, rep 
from * to last 1 [2: 1: 1: 2] sts, K1 [2: 1: 1: 2].
Row 2: P1 [2: 1: 1: 2], K2, *P2, K2, rep from * to 
last 1 [2: 1: 1: 2] sts, P1 [2: 1: 1: 2].
Row 3: As row 2.
Row 4: As row 1.
These 4 rows form textured patt.
Cont in patt as now set until sleeve meas 12 cm,
ending with RS facing for next row.
Inc 1 st at each end of next and every foll 10th [8th: 
6th: 4th: 4th] row to 72 [74: 74: 76: 84] sts, then on 
every foll – [10th: 8th: 6th: 6th] row until there are 
- [76: 80: 84: 88] sts, taking inc sts into patt.
Cont straight until sleeve meas 26 [27: 28: 28: 28] cm,
ending with RS facing for next row. 
Shape top
Keeping patt correct, cast off 8 [8: 9: 9: 9] sts at beg
of next 6 [4: 6: 4: 2] rows, then – [9: -: 10: 10] sts at
beg of foll – [2: -: 2: 4] rows.
Cast off rem 24 [26: 26: 28: 30] sts.

MAKING UP
Press as described on the information page.
Matching markers, join both shoulder seams using 
back stitch, or mattress stitch if preferred.
Front bands (both alike)
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 22 sts.
Row 1 (WS): K1, (inc purlwise in next st, P1) 
5 times, (P1, inc purlwise in next st) 5 times, K1. 
32 sts.
Now work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K10, C6B, C6F, K10.
Row 2 and every foll alt row: K1, P30, K1.
Row 3: K7, C6B, K6, C6F, K7.
Row 5: K4, C6B, K12, C6F, K4.
Row 7: K1, C6B, K18, C6F, K1.
Row 8: As row 2.
These 8 rows form patt.
Cont in patt until front band, when slightly 
stretched, fits up one front opening edge, from 
straight row-end (hem) edge to centre back neck,
ending with WS facing for next row.
Next row (WS): K1, (P2tog, P1) 5 times, (P1,

21 sts and 33 rows to 10 cm measured over 
textured patt using 4mm (US 6) needles. Cable 
panel (30 sts) measures 8 cm. 

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C6B = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at back of work, K3, then K3 from cable needle;
C6F = slip next 3 sts onto cable needle and leave 
at front of work, K3, then K3 from cable needle.

Pattern note: To help avoid cast-off edge 
stretching too much, dec 5 sts evenly across cable
panel (by working “K2tog” 5 times) whilst casting
off.

BODY (knitted sideways, beg at right front 
opening edge)
Using 4mm (US 6) needles cast on 124 [128: 130:
134: 136] sts.
Beg and ending rows as indicated, repeating the 
36 st patt repeat 3 times across each row and 
repeating the 8 row patt repeat throughout, cont in 
patt from chart as folls:
Work 2 rows, ending with RS facing for next row.
Taking all cast-on sts into textured patt, cast on 
7 [7: 6: 6: 6] sts at beg of next and foll 2 [2: 0: 0:
5] alt rows, then 8 [8: 7: 7: 7] sts at beg of foll 4 [4: 
7: 7: 3] alt rows, then 10 sts at beg of foll alt row, 
ending with WS facing for next row. 

60.5 [65.5: 71.5: 77.5: 85] cm
(24 [26: 28: 30½: 33½] in)
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P2tog tbl) 5 times, K1.
Cast off rem 22 sts.
Join cast-off ends of bands, then neatly slip stitch 

bands in place, positioning seam at centre back neck.
See information page for finishing instructions, 
setting in sleeves using the straight cast-off method 

and reversing sleeve seam for first 6 cm. Fold 4 cm 
to RS around lower edge of sleeve for turn-back 
cuff and secure in place along sleeve seam.
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
