P0 [0: 1: 0: 0: 0].
Row 2: P0 [2: 0: 0: 3: 4], K0 [0: 1: 3: 2: 2],
P0 [0: 2: 2: 2: 2], K2, *P6, K2, P2, K2, rep from 
* to last 8 [10: 11: 1: 3: 4] sts, P6 [6: 6: 0: 3: 4],
K2 [2: 2: 1: 0: 0], P0 [2: 2: 0: 0: 0], K0 [0: 1: 0: 0: 0].
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BACK
Using 2¾mm (US 2) needles cast on 82 [86: 88: 
92: 96: 98] sts.
Row 1 (RS): P2 [0: 1: 3: 1: 2], *K2, P2, rep 
from * to last 0 [2: 3: 5: 3: 0] sts, K0 [2: 2: 2: 2: 0],
P0 [0: 1: 3: 1: 0].
Row 2: K2 [0: 1: 3: 1: 2], *P2, K2, rep from * 
to last 0 [2: 3: 5: 3: 0] sts, P0 [2: 2: 2: 2: 0],

K0 [0: 1: 3: 1: 0].
These 2 rows form rib.
Work in rib for a further 6 rows, ending with 
RS facing for next row.
Change to 3mm (US 2/3) needles.
Work in patt as folls:
Row 1 (RS): K0 [2: 0: 0: 3: 4], P0 [0: 1: 3: 2: 2],
(C2F) 0 [0: 1: 1: 1: 1] times, P2, *K6, P2, C2F,

5 [5: 6: 6: 6: 7] x buttons (13mm).

TENSION 
34 sts and 45 rows to 10 cm measured over 
patt using 3mm (US 2/3) needles. 

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS
C2F = slip next st onto cable needle and 
leave at front of work, K1, then K1 from 
cable needle; C4F = slip next 2 sts onto 
cable needle and leave at front of work, K2, 
then K2 from cable needle.

Embroidery (optional)
Using photograph as a guide, embroider �owers
as folls: embroider �ower centre by working a 
tiny circle of satin stitch, then work 7 or 8 lazy
daisy stitches radiating out from �ower centre to 
form petals, as in photograph. Place �owers up 
front opening edges, up front slopes and around
back neck, and place one �ower centrally onto 
sleeve, just above g st border.
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
